	Instructions regarding the nature of the task:
1. Write a scene that could have been included in No Sugar. 

You may like to write a new scene or extend an existing one. Make sure you are faithful to Jack Davis’ script. Consider his characterisation, themes and stage directions.
OR

2.  You are the parent of a student who is studying No Sugar at school. You write to the principal complaining about the unsuitability of the text. Use evidence from the play to support your criticism. Write the principal’s reply in which she/he justifies the inclusion of the play in the English course. Make sure you adopt an appropriate voice.

Rationale: The rationale should be:

· Written in formal English

· Have a logical structure

· Demonstrate your understanding of the characters, and central issues/concerns

· Clearly explain your approach to the task 
· Be supported by textual references
